The question was asked:

I need a software that looks into the history of a stock and extracts the planets aspects that were here during major highs and lows even when not having a natal chart. Can Timing Solution do that?

Answer:

Actually, we asked the same question almost 10 years ago (1997). Since then, we looked for the appropriate solution of this problem. Our first approach was the statistical analysis. And it did not work satisfactory for this task. Maybe, because the nature of the relationship between heavens and markets is not explained yet. Maybe, because this relationship is more complicated than just linear connection. As so far, this is our best solution of this task.

Let’s download the crude oil prices starting the year 1982. First of all, we need to figure out what turning points be researched. We can research the major high and low within month scale or year scale or something else. To figure out more suitable turning points, I recommend creating Zigzag. 

Here are three different zigzags that correspond to different waves:
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The red zigzag catches at least 19% swing waves, the blue – 10% swing, green – 7% swing. Let’s analyze the 19% swings for crude oil prices.

Here they are:
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The average length of the swing is 253 days. Since 1982, this swing indicates 29 turning points. Now let’s try to find the astronomical meaning for turning points indicated by 19% swing.

Run astronomy module:
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In Astronomy module, set this option to make visible “Active Zones”:
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Clicking “Zigzag Options”, set critical changes for zigzag in 19% and watch at the composite diagram now (I analyzed the angle between the Sun and Mars in Geo):
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The red vertical stripes represent the top turning points, while the blue ones are for the bottom turning points in respect to the angle between the Sun and Mars.

In total, we have 29 turning points, and 21 of them are located in the area of 0-130 degrees.

Thus, we can assume  that the turning points take place mostly when the angle between the Sun and Mars is between 0 and 130 degrees (Geo). There are 21 turning points inside this interval, while outside there are only 8.

We can check similarly all planetary combinations. And we will get the active zones for our specific market in regards to some specific Astro condition. This thing has more practical value than just a list of aspects. It allows to check any Astro hypothesis.

Here is one more example, the composite diagram for Moon’s position:
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We can tell that the crude oil price reaches its top when the Moon is located at 0-20 degrees of Aries.

However, if you prefer to have a list of all aspects of some price data file, Timing Solution can do it as well.

Fore example we want to research how aspects to Neptune affect the price. Let consider the conjunction aspect.

Follow this:
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In this window we can define any event, I define the conjunction Neptune to other planets:
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Click “Calculate” in the Main Window:
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The vertical stripes represent the culmination moments:
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If we want to see the statistically report of influence this aspect use “Efficiency Test” feature, it is here:
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This is the statistical portrait of Neptune aspect:
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Suppose we want buy crude oil 5 days before culmination and sell it one day before, because the efficiency test diagram indicates the upternd movement during this period.

You need connect these two points by arrow and see the statistic:

You see this strategy provides us 53 winning trades against 31 losing.
